Minutes earlier, sitting high above the water snug in a sling dangling 
from the enormous boom of a 250 tonne crane, a bottle of champagne was cracked over her stem post. Penny 
Richardson, granddaughter of Gil Richardson, and great, great, great granddaughter of Samuel Richardson, 
performed the ceremony with enthusiasm, amidst a work site atmosphere of safety vests and hard hats, as the 
Curlip’s passionate supporters looked on from the shore.
